COURSE FAMILIARIZATION & WARM-UPS:  Handlers in all classes are permitted to walk the course, without a dog, prior to the start of the class, following the judges briefing.  The walk-through allows handlers to plan their strategy for running the course.  The walk-through is restricted to handlers entered in that class.  A warm-up area consisting of one regulation agility jump shall be provided for all exhibitors.  Exhibitors may not use the warm-up areas to relieve their dogs.

JUMP HEIGHT CARD
All dogs competing in AKC Agility must present a valid official AKC Jump Height Card prior to running.   If your dog does not have a card, (or if a temporary card has expired), you must have your dog measured prior to running any course, except dogs in the 24”/26” class.  If an AKC rep or a VMO is present, then all dogs without height cards must be measured before running.
